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Centurion Challenge 2016
100 miles in 48 hours

16:00 Friday 1st July to 16:00 Sunday 3rd July

The challenge

To leave the main doors of Beechen Cliff at 16:00 on Friday the 1st July follow the specified route to the Kennet & Avon Canal and walk to Devizes on the tow path, camp overnight, then continue to the Parish Church at Hungerford, return to Devizes and on Sunday the 3rd of July make your way finally back to Beechen Cliff School by 16:00 to claim to be a Centurion.

Why ?
The Centurion Challenge has been an honourable tradition of Beechen Cliff School.  This year the walk will again and hopefully for the last time, raise money for the Positron Scanner Appeal for Bath’s Royal United Hospital. 

Positron Emission Tomography-Computerised Tomography (PET-CT) is a type of scan that is used to guide treatment in some common cancers by helping to work out how widely the cancer has spread throughout the body. PET-CT is different to most other scans in that it looks at how the body functions as well as the structure of the body. Currently patients from Bath and the surrounding area who need PET-CT scans have to travel to the Cobalt Centre in Cheltenham. By having a scanner in Bath patients will not have to undertake such a long journey particularly at such stressful and difficult time in their lives.
Beechen Cliff Centurions raised in excess of £5,000 last year helping get closer to the part of the £1.2million to fund for the purchase of a new scanner. Some of monies raised will also go to help support pupils in participating in the activities at Beechen Cliff School including to help fund this event.
What you must do to take part . . 
Complete the entry form ( MEDICAL FORM ) and pay the entrance fee : £50 this secures your place. You will need to raise Sponsorship is in addition to this ( Minimum £20 ). Entrees will capped this year at 80 and entry will close 2 weeks before the event. Enter early to secure a place.
All the Centurion Challengers will receive a Centurion Challengers ‘T’ Shirt, but only the finishers – the legionnaires that complete the challenge by 16:00 hours on the Sunday will receive a Centurion Challengers Tie. The names of the first three challengers to return will be immortalised on the Centurion Challengers roll of honour!
